Scandinavian Cuisine

I must confess that [ was a reluctant participant to begin with when Fr.
Dominic Lee presented us with a preliminary itinerary for this trip to
Scandinavia last summer. It was because I found the flight schedule in
particular to be rather daunting. I didn’t want to spend so much time getting
there; instead, I wanted to spend more time being there. As it turned out, this
Scandinavian trip did not disappoint. For our hilarious group, there was no
lack of fun and laughter, especially while onboard the tour bus. Apart from
the breathtaking sceneries that lifted the spirit along the way, it also proved
to be an interesting, if not eye-opening, gastronomic experience. I have
highlighted in my mind some of the foods/meals we enjoyed that have not yet
escaped my very limited memory coffer.
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DENMARK:

Upon arrival at the Danish capital of Copenhagen on May 6, we were treated
by the tour company to a delicious and elegant lunch at a restaurant in Tivoli
Garden. Amid a mild, sunny day with an explosion of colorful spring flowers
around us, we sat down to a three-course meal. It started with a salad that
consisted of a generous mound of shrimps in a bed of greens, complemented
by a mildly sweet dressing and sprinkled with caviar on top. It was followed
by an entrée of roast beef and chocolate mousse for dessert. This practically
set the tone for our trip.

During free time for the evening, some of us had buffet dinner in a shopping
mall nearby the hotel. What stood out here were the baked salmon with its
melt-in-your-mouth tenderness and superbly marinated taste, as well as the
succulent Danish ham.

NORWAY:

We arrived at Bergen, Norway’s second largest city, on May 9, and stopped by
the harborside outdoor Fish Market for lunch. The menu featured a variety of
choices, including the famous creamy salmon soup and some delicacies like
whale meat that tasted and looked like beef. For dinner, we had a
multiple-course Chinese dinner at the Golden Palace downtown.

On Mother’s Day (May 10), we arrived at Flam. Before boarding the scenic
train to view the spectacular islands and bays along the Sogne Fjord, we
stopped for lunch at a burger joint where I tried out a venison burger.

After cruising on the Geiranger Fjord on May 11, we disembarked at the town
of Geiranger where we enjoyed a buffet dinner that offered elk meat.
Subsequent to spending the night at Lillehammer, site of the 1994 Winter
Olympics, we crossed the Norwegian border onto the Swedish town of
Karlstad on May 13. Stopping over at a convenient store, one could tell that
“the Swedes really love their sweets”. There was such a vast assortment of
candies on display, with familiar brand names ranging from M & M’s to
Toblerone.

SWEDEN:
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Arriving at Stockholm on a rainy evening, some of us had a sumptuous buffet
dinner at the downtown Holiday Inn. Here they served a rather spectacular,
all-inclusive buffet that should meet palates of East and West. We got to
sample the authentic Swedish meatballs and ice cream with its taste more
akin to sherbet back in the States.

FINLAND:

After Stockholm, we boarded an overnight ferry, arriving at Helsinki in the
morning of May 15. The Finns had their own delicacies to offer: reindeer
meatballs and reindeer soup. At the open market near our hotel, we chowed
down Finland’s famous cured herrings with piping-hot salmon soup.

On the last day of our trip in Helsinki, we were treated to yet another elegant
dinner, also courtesy of the tour company. The main course of very tender
reindeer filet was followed by a yummy dessert of créme brulee topped with
mixed berries.

One final note: Throughout Scandinavia, the Danish pastry (or simply called
Danish) is evidently a staple for breakfast. It is characterized by its richness
and multi-layered texture. It usually comes in crescent shape (the croissant
with or without jam filling) or round Danish topped with nuts and added
chocolate spritzing and powdered sugar.

I bid my personal farewell to Scandinavia with fond vistas of its mesmerizing
physical beauty as well as its delectable gourmet delights.
